

   MOM/DAD, PLEASE DO NOT IDLE!

· Do not let your non-moving vehicle run for longer than 30 seconds unless it is between 8:50-9:05 or 3:35-3:45 and you are actively moving in line to drop off or pick up your children.
· 6 minutes of idling at school drop off and pick up wastes 1 gallon of gas per week per car and dumps 19 lbs. of CO2 into our air.
· Asthma symptoms increase as a result of car exhaust.  Asthma is the most common chronic illness in children and the cause of most school absences.
· Exposure to exhaust increases the risk of death from heart and lung diseases. Pound for pound of body weight, children breathe more air than do adults. That means, for example, that a 6-month old child will inhale twice the dose of exhaust pollutants as an adult. In addition, the breathing zones of children are closer to the exhaust pipes than those of adults, where exhaust tends to accumulate.
· Over 10 seconds of idling uses more fuel than restarting your engine.  (COUNT TO 10 –TURN IT OFF)
· Excessive idling can damage your engine—cylinders, sparkplugs and exhaust system.
